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WINDSOR’S POSTULATED  DRYDOCK


The idealized graving dock speaks to the earth works required to attenuate incoming water velocity during the frontal attack by the first waves of the tidal flood.  Once the water level is higher than the "dike" of the graving dock (and it is really eroding 


rapidly), the Ark still must escape but no longer would have to worry about 


incoming breakers.  Breakers occur when the depth is less than approximately 1/6 


of the wave length.
